Equality and the Empowerment of women (UNWOMEN)
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Intensifying efforts to align national legislation with the Kingdom’s
international and regional commitments, in a participatory manner that
ensures gender equality and the elimination of violence against women. In
addition, the government must accelerate the implementation of
resolutions to which it has committed itself before the international
committees.

Review relevant national plans and strategies to be in line the Sustainable
Development Goals for 2030, as well as providing the necessary financial
and human resources to carry them out.

Expanding the scope of economic, social, cultural and political support to
women and girls, with special emphasis on: marginalized adolescents;
elderly women; most vulnerable women; rural women; women with
disabilities; female refugees; residents in poverty pockets; females stricken
by displacement; survivors of gender-based violence.

Addressing social norms and stereotypes that instill discrimination against
women through education, cultural and media productions that promote a
positive role of women as active partners in sustainable development and
community building. In addition, to adopting policies that support women
access to leadership position and participation in all levels of decision-
making.

Empowering the Jordanian National Commission for Women (JNCW) as a
national mechanism in order to be able to carry out its mandate as well as
supporting and facilitating the work of civil society organizations, offering
protection and social, economic, and legal empowermeht services to
women throughout the country, including refugee camps and host
communities.

Enhancing women access to justice and promoting gender sensitization
among judges in regular and Shari’a courts, general prosecutors and judicial
police, as well as the specific needs of different segments of the society,
including juveniles, to ensure that the child’s best interest is paramount in
all judicial processes.
